Lafayette Kiwanis and the Salvation Army

When did the Lafayette Kiwanis begin their annual efforts to support the Salvation Army?  In Mary Alice Nebold’s “A History of the Lafayette Kiwanis Club 1967-2006” she writes that “Over the past 40 years, more than $300,000 has been earned for the Salvation Army” and that “For 30 of those years, Wayne Byrd has served as chief bell ringer/auctioneer.” Wayne’s records go back to 1974 when Harry M. Galloway was chairing the Kiwanis effort and Dan Wiersma arranged for 54 Bell Ringers at 8 locations.  Harry reported that in that year the Salvation Army Community Goal was $12,500, The Kiwanis Bell Ringing raised $1,474 and the Kiwanis Auction raised $951 for a total of $2,425. The competition with Rotary must have been long standing because Mr. Galloway’s report states that “At long last we did beat Rotary for sure.”

 Wayne Byrd started coordination of the activity in 1976 and that year the Kiwanis Bell Ringing raised $1,648.55, the auction raised $664.26 and two members made additional contributions totaling $700.00 for a Kiwanis total of $3,012.81

A ninth Bell Ringing location was added in 1981 when 70 members rang bells and raised $2,338.55.  The first mention of Circle K assisting was in 1983 when 72 Kiwanis members and 5 Circle K members raised $2,919.92 at the nine locations. 

In 1985 Salvation Army Captain Loren Carter presented a small Kiwanis Bell Ringing Doll to the club and it has been passed on each year to a Ringer at the location which raised the largest contribution.  That year there was a new record high with the Club raising $3,677.93 ringing bells, $2,703.00 at the auction, and $1,565.00 through member contributions for a total of $7,945.93.

In 2005 Wayne Byrd’s health did not allow him to complete the Bell Ringing arrangements and he asked Bill Hooper to assist.  For several years they worked together and in the last few years Bill has coordinated all the Bell Ringing.  That same year the difficulty of filling 72 bell ringing positions became acute and Circle K was asked to assist with staffing 10 positions. That problem has become greater and now even with Circle K providing as many as 18 volunteers we are staffing some locations with single individuals and in 2011 were unable to staff every shift at all nine locations. The Rotary Club is having similar staffing problems.

For the 37 years in which we have detailed records our Bell Ringing low was $1,474 in 1974 and our high was $6,327.92 in 2010. For the last three years the totals have been $5,091.13 in 2009, $6,327.92 in 2010, and $4770.11 in 2011.  During that same time period our Auction and Donation low was $680 in 1975 and our high was $14,965 in 1991.  For the last three years the auction/donation totals have been $5635.00 in 2009, $5,932.50 in 2010, and $4,592 in 2011.

Because Kiwanis rotates Bell Ringing with Rotary on the first and second Saturdays in December that seems too often determine which club wins.  It seems that on the first Saturday contributions are generally lower than the second because it falls shortly after the big shopping weekend following Thanksgiving and before the Christmas Spirit fully kicks in. Rotary beat us in our total efforts this year by raising a total of $10,120.59 while Kiwanis raised $9,362.11.  Next year we will be ringing bells on the second Saturday (December 8) and our Circle K students will not have a conflict with the 4:00-6:00 PM shift because the Purdue Christmas Show will have been on the first Saturday (December 1).

Our new member and auctioneer Steve Linder did a great job with our auction this year even though the number of items were down a bit and we did not have any really big items such as Jackie Field’s paintings or Denver Sams’ wood turnings.  Hopefully we can work a little harder on increasing the auction donations next year and get out contribution back nearer its traditional level.

Salvation Army Major Jim Irvine and our Kiwanis member Audrey Schneider are wonderful people to work with and they wish to express the deepest and most sincere appreciation of the Salvation Army to the Lafayette Kiwanis Club for its 2011 contribution toward reaching the community goal of $160,000.  In the final analysis all of us know that these efforts are all contributions to “Serving the Children of the World” and “changing the world and our community one child at a time.” Thank you Lafayette Kiwanis and Circle K.
